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1. General

These guidelines are in fact a sample of a typed paper. Please read the recommendations carefully.

The abstract of maximum 2 pages in length should be in English. 

Authors are requested to submit papers in a camera-ready format including diagrams mounted. Papers not prepared according to the editorial requirements may be rejected regardless of their technical content. 

Please, prepare your paper by using a word processor (Microsoft Word is preferred) which permits you to set all figures and tables electronically. You can download the guide_final.doc file (Microsoft Word97) through Homepage http://www.pg.gda.pl/ssta2002, which will help you to prepare the text. Upon request (ssta2002@pg.gda.pl) we can send you a diskette with this file. 

The complete paper i.e. the original text, one copy and diskette (3.5” standard size) or CD with your file should be sent to the Organizing Committee as soon as possible and by 30th April 2002 at the latest. 

If your figures, graphs etc. are not in the correct electronic format then you must manually mount them on the paper. In this case, carefully cut the pieces of paper and stick them to the sheets. Please use stick glue. Does not use scotch tape or any other type of clear tape as this affects the quality of the printing process. 

Manuscript should be prepared on one side of the paper only. Please write title and author name(s) on the back of each camera-ready sheet using blue pencil. 

All papers should be prepared using a Laser Printer of minimum 300 dpi standard quality. Papers prepared by using a dot matrix, inkjet or printer of less than 300 dpi standard will not be accepted. 

2. Title, Authors, affiliation(s)

The title should be left aligned in all Bold Capital characters – 10 point Times New Roman with single line spacing. Leave before the title six 10 point empty lines (~2.5 cm). 

Author name(s) should be written in Capital letters, left aligned. Leave one empty line between the title and author names. 

Affiliation(s) (Institution, city and country) should be written in italic letter, indented by 0,5 cm. Leave two empty lines between the affiliation and the beginning of the text. Do not give full postal addresses or job titles. All affiliations must be in English. 

3. Line spacing and font sizes, sections

Paper should be typed in 10 point Times New Roman with single line spacing. The column of text should be fully (left and right) justified and aligned with 0.5 cm indentation. No additional vertical space should be left between paragraphs. The width of the text column is 12.5 cm (4.9”) and the height of full text column 19.2 cm (7.4”). In the case of the standard European A4 paper size (21.029.7 cm) the margin sizes should be fixed as follow: left 4.2 cm, right 4.3 cm, top 3.7 cm and bottom 6.8 cm. In the case of American size paper the margins should be recalculated. 

3.1. Sections and subsections

Section should be numbered 1, 2, etc. and subsection 1.1, 1.2. Please leave one empty line before a section (subsection) title and no space beneath. All section and subsection titles and numbers should be in bold. 

4. Equations

Equations should be numbered consecutively in the text and must be typeset, not handwritten. Leave a half line space before and beneath the equation line. An example of a layout and numbering of an equation is given below:

In the text, an equation should be referred to as Eq. (1). Any mathematical or other notation should be defined in the text when it is first referred to. 

5. Figures, tables and photographs

Figures and Tables should be numbered consecutively in the text and referred to as Fig.1 and Table 1. Leave one space before and beneath the Figures and Tables. Please avoid gray-scale pictures, which may not be reproduced correctly. 

The figure (table) caption should be written in 9 point, centered. A half space should be left between the figure (table) and the caption. Figures should be mounted on the camera-ready paper immediately above the caption. The table caption should be placed above the table. Black and white photographs (if any) should be placed electronically or manually in the text.

6. References

A list of references should be typed in 9 point. These should be referred to in the text, e.g. Kleiber and Hien 1992, Chróścielewski et al. 1997, Arbocz 1998, and listed as follows:
